1. State COVIDShield Community Based Testing Site - Rockford
1601 Parkview Ave., Rockford, IL - Park in the South Parking Lot and check in at the tent for PCR saliva testing for COVID-19.

· Tuesday: 8am to 5pm
· Wednesday: 8am to 5pm
· Thursday: 8am to 6pm

· Individuals being tested should not eat, drink, use tobacco, brush their teeth, or use mouthwash 60 minutes prior to submitting a sample.
· There is no minimum age requirement to participate in SHIELD testing.
· All visitors must wear a mask as they enter and leave the testing site.

2. State Drive-Thru Community Based Testing Site - Rockford
1321 Sandy Hollow Road, Rockford, IL - Drive-Up outside by the tents
Open Monday, Wednesday, Friday, and Saturday from 8am-4pm.

No appointment is needed.  You can pre-register for testing at this site which will make your test result available to you electronically through a patient account. To pre-register, go to https://www.testdirectly.com/patient/home.
